Silicon Valley Reads (SVR) 2009 selection is, "Not a Genuine Black Man, My Life as 
an Outsider, " by Brian Copeland. The SVR kick-off is scheduled for January 13, 
2009 with author programs scheduled throughout the month of February 2009. 
SB I 516 - Li brary Construction Bond Act of 20 10 has moved out of the Senate into 
the Assembly. Green language may be added to the bill. The State Library is 
working to include language regarding unfunded Cycle 3 Proposition 14 grants that 
scored very good and outstanding. 
Ms. Cervantes thanked the Board for their support while the libraries were closed for 
an All Staff Development Dayan May 16,2008. 
Congratulations to Terri Lehan, Campbell Community Librarian who will be retiring 
after 36 years of service to the County Library.
