Kids sign up as either readers or
“good listeners” if they are pre-
readers. Each child receives a log to
write down all of the books they read
[or listen to] during the summer. It
can be any kind of book on any subject.
Children who read a recommended
level of 5 to 10 books and turn in
their log at the end of summer will
receive a Certificate of Achievement.
Special weekly programs at the Library
encourage children to pick up new
books for their reading pleasure.

Registration for a Santa Clara County Library card will soon be faster and easier than ever when online self
registration for new patrons is introduced later this spring.

Individuals who would like to get a Library card can enter their information online and then complete their
registration at the Library within 30 days to receive a permanent card. A valid form of photo identification and
proof of current mailing address is required.

A permanent Library card is needed to borrow materials, place holds, use research databases and for
Internet use on a Library computer.

Slip into the catalogs of every
library in the state through online
access to the California Libraries
Catalog, located at http://calcat.
org. This website allows the user
to electronically browse through

books, videos, DVDs, audio
and other materials in library
collections throughout California.
The companion WorldCat is a
shared catalog of more than 53,000
participating libraries in all parts of
the globe. It includes bibliographic
records for about 60 million items.
Both catalogs have English,
Spanish, French, Japanese, Korean
and Chinese language capabilities.

Up-to-date investment

The Library as the Third Place

“All great societies provide informal meeting places,”
according to sociologist Ray Oldenburg — a “dependable
place of refuge” other than home or work where people

can go to relax from their hectic lives and feel part of the

community.
For many that third place is the community library.

The new libraries in Cupertino and Saratoga reflect
their popularity as a “third place” in their communities,
where clever design permits many activities to occur
simultaneously - from quiet study/reading to spirited
conversations and active learning.

New libraries will soon break ground in Morgan Hill
and Milpitas. Taking advantage of beautiful vistas and
historic locations, both of these libraries will beckon to
people of all ages to make their local library their third
place.

A bond measure (Proposition 81) on the June 6 ballot
will, if passed, match local library construction dollars
for successful grant applicants. A proposal for a new
53,000-square-foot library in Gilroy will be one of the
first applications submitted if Prop. 81 is approved. The
City of Campbell is taking the first step toward applying
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for a potential Prop. 81 grant
by completing a library needs
assessment this spring.

Los Altos Library may also soon
expand, thanks to a $2 million
bequest from Virginia Whipple,
aresident of Los Altos Hills. A
public forum in November
found overwhelming support for
adding a wing to the Library. A
Library Expansion Committee
was formed by the Los Altos
Library Commission to study the feasibility and make
recommendations to the Santa Clara County Library
Joint Powers Authority. The committee is working with
the City of Los Altos, the City of Los Altos Hills, the

Los Altos Library Endowment and Friends of Los Altos
Library.
